Unicharm Corporation(HQ: Tokyo, Japan; CEO & President: Takahisa Takahara) has been 

appointed as a model company of “efficient way of collection and transportation” in 

“verification business for promoting the recycle of used disposable diaper” which the local 

government of Tokyo invited the public to join the contest. Under this arrangement, each 

municipality, private company and relevant group in Tokyo will work together in aiming at 

contributing to the sustainable society and engaging in the business activity to maintain a 

balance between the preservation of global environment and economic growth through the 

promotion of “recycling the used disposable diaper”.  
 

 

 

 
 

In aiming at realizing the recycling-oriented society, Unicharm has started the recycling project 

of used disposable diaper in 2015 and, since December 2016, conducted the verification test 

with the cities of Shibushi and Osaki in Kagoshima. Through the test, we came to put the 

recycling technology on a firm footing toward the level that pulp is reusable as a sanitary 

material and are moving forward the “recycling model” using the treated water from the 

cleaning and separating process. What is most essential in promoting such “recycling model” is 

the segregation method of used disposable diaper and business plan up to the segregation and 

collection. With a cooperation of municipalities in Tokyo, we will segregate the used disposable 

diaper at nursery home for elderly and child day-care center and carry out the verification test of 

segregation and collection in association with the waste collection firms.  
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【Background of promoting the used disposable diaper recycling project】 

     Total amount of used disposable diaper is increasing year by year in accordance with the 

acceleration of aging society. Used disposable diaper has become the big burden in waste 

process as it becomes bulky due to absorption of liquid. According to the survey of Ministry of 

the Environment, weight of used disposable diaper in general waste was 4.3~4.8% or approx. 

1.91~2.1M tons in 2015, whereas, by year 2030, it is estimated to further increase to 6.6~7.1% 

or approx. 2.41~2.61M tons. Through this verification business, Unicharm will strive to make 

the recycling business of used disposable diaper as a recycling model that can be rolled out in 

Japan as well as the overseas countries, identify the new issues and come up with their 

 

Unicharm launched a verification business in the efficient way  

of collection & transportation of used disposable diaper  

in Tokyo for promoting its recycle activity.
